TO FOXWOODS CASINO PHILADELPHIA

Foxwoods satisfies board requirements

PHILADELPHIA, PA - June 3, 2008 - Following a series of legal rulings that have cleared the way for Foxwoods Casino Philadelphia to begin construction, the project has now officially been issued a Category 2 Slot Operator license by the Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board. 
The issuance of the license formalizes the license awarded to Foxwoods in December 2006 and signifies that Foxwoods has satisfied all of its present requirements regarding its ability to successfully build and operate the casino as presented to the board.   
“We have worked diligently to ensure that the Gaming Control Board is completely satisfied with the Foxwoods project and assure them we are capable of delivering a world-class casino that will bring tremendous economic benefits to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,” said Foxwoods Casino Philadelphia General Manager James L. Dougherty.   “This is a truly a significant milestone for Foxwoods.”
The issuing of the license and the recent Pennsylvania State Supreme Court rulings have given the project tremendous momentum.  Foxwoods has started the process of applying for foundation and building permits with the City of Philadelphia, and is coordinating with its contractor, TN Ward, to finalize plans to release bid packages for subcontractors and suppliers of construction materials.  Those bids will launch the start of millions of dollars to be generated by Foxwoods Casino Philadelphia in wages and tax revenues.

Foxwoods Casino Philadelphia plans to develop a first-class casino and entertainment complex 
on a 16.5-acre vacant parcel on Christopher Columbus Boulevard.  The project will rehabilitate a blighted section along the Delaware River waterfront in South Philadelphia with a 3.7 million-square-foot facility that will include shops, restaurants, entertainment venues, a casino, and parking and a public riverfront walkway.  The project will progress in three significant phases, representing a total investment of more than $1 billion. 
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
